DIRECTIONS 
 

* UCL is located in the Bloomsbury area of central London. By Underground, nearest stations are 
Euston Square, Euston (inside Euston’s rail station), Goodge Street or Warren Street. By bus, 
southbound routes 10, 24, 29, and 73 pass by UCL’s main gate; northbound routes stop at 
Warren Street Station. The Gustave Tuck Lecture Theatre is situated on the third floor of the 
South Cloisters of University College London (UCL). 
 
The best way to reach the lecture theatre is from the Gower Street entrance. As you walk through 
the large set of gates, head toward the door in the far right corner of the main quadrangle. Turn 
immediately right as you go through the door and climb the three flights of stairs or use lift to the 
third floor. The Gustave Tuck Lecture Theatre is through the door on the right. This lecture 
theatre has disabled access.
